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About The Survey

The 2023 Deer Management survey was hosted digitally on the city’s website and promoted to
residents. The survey opened April 4, 2023 and closed the morning of May 30, 2023.

The City of Beachwood implemented a deer management program in partnership with the City
of Shaker Heights this past season and the survey was offered to gather feedback from residents
before determining how to proceed in the future. A total of 336 households participated in
the survey.

The survey was promoted in the May edition of The Beachwood Buzz with a QR code which
reaches all households, emailed to residents twice who are subscribed to city news through the
Beachwood eList, posted on multiple occasions on the city’s Facebook page and a homepage
banner at BeachwoodOhio.com for the duration of the survey. The Public Works Department also
has a Deer Management webpage that is continuously available to residents. Those without the
capability to complete the survey digitally were encouraged to call the Mayor’s Office to complete
their survey by phone.
